Trom the Desk of Divecton

Judicial education and training became an integral part of our legal and
judicial system in the last quarter of the 20th century. In the light of changing needs of
society and the dynamism in-laws, the dispensation of justice has become a present-
day challenge for the judiciary, making it a two-front challenge, difficult as well as
specialized task. Consequently, judicial education and training is crucial for
improving judicial skills and capacities among judges and other functionaries in the
justice delivery system.

The institute has organized a number of sensitization programmes in the
preceding year as empathy is intimately associated with the concept of justice and it
is, therefore, significant to sensitize the judiciary about the socio-economic realities
and dilemmas that exist in our society in order to make the present as well as future
Judges working in the District Courts to be empathetic in their approach. The
administration of justice has changed drastically in the last two decades, which has
credibly established that obligation of a judge is not confined to delivering judicial
decisions alone but serving a far bigger challenge of deep commitment to the process
ofjustice as such.
